Abraham Verghese, author of Cutting
for Stone, has written a compelling novel
which will be the February selection for
Brew-ha Book Club.

In thisfirst novel, Verghese, himself a physician,
is2aauthority about the workings of the human heart as
he is the human body.° Hisbook spans generations and
continents and is astory of love and betrayal, compas-
sion and redemption, exile and home. The story unfolds
across five decades in India, Ethiopia, and America.®

Twin boys, Marion and Shiva Stone, are the results
of anillicit romance between their parents, Sister Mary
Joseph Praise, and Thomas Stone, a brilliant British
surgeon. The couple met in 1947 on a boat headed for
Ethiopia. They end up working side by side for seven
years as nurse and doctor. Mary dies during a harrowing
childbirth scene, and Dr. Stone then vanishes. The twins
grow up with only avague sense of who their father was,
and with great hogtility toward him.

The story of Marion and Shiva s coming of age as
Ethiopia hovers on the brink of revolution and their
lives become intertwined with the nation' s politics.
The brothers' lives are torn apart, not by politics,
however, but by their love.

The memorable characters and insight into the world
of medicine give us great drama as V erghese writes of
the great themes of human existence. This gripping
family saga provides marvelous discussion materia about
the complex work of surgeons and physicians, but it al'so
permits us to see them as ordinary men and women.

A tool that can be used to leave a portion of your estate
to the Church and still have aincome for the remainder
of your life plus leave income for your childrenisa
Charitable Remainder Annuity Trust (CRAT). Cash,
securities and real estate can be transferred into atrust.
The trustee manages the trust assets and pays you or oth-
ersyou choose afixed income for life or for aterm of
years. When the trust terminates, the remaining assetsin
the trust are transferred to the Church or a charitable
institution.

My father put part of hisfarm in a CRAT with Purdue
Research Foundation to help develop aresearch farmin
thisarea. It gave an income to Dad and Mom for the rest
of their lives and now gives me and my sistersa
semi-annual annuity check for the rest of our lives.

Although this example does not benefit the Church,

it shows how a Charitable Remainder Trust works.

It's another tool for estate planning and gives part of your
estate to the Church. Thetrust property is excluded from
your estate for both tax and probate purpose.
