Dear Church Members and Friends, 
 
Green is the Color! 
 

The Liturgical color from now until Advent is green. It is the season 
called Sundays after Pentecost or Kingdomtide.  But that is not what I am 
talking about. You hear and see it all the time. We are encouraged to go 
green.  We have green cars, green power, green clothes, green cooking, 
building green, and almost green everything.  And again we are not talking 
color. We are talking about living environmentally friendly. 

I was at a clergy conference in Indianapolis recently and was given 
a copy of a magazine entitled, Indiana Living Green: A Hoosier’s guide to  
a sustainable lifestyle.  (their website: www.indianalivinggreen.com)           
Inside was a paper with the heading: “Starting a United Methodist Green 
Ministry” .  This sheet had a number of suggestions on how we as a church 
could encourage our leadership and members to be more aware of how we 
use God’s creation. 

We already do some things to be more environmentally friendly: 
we recycle paper throughout the church, and glass and metal from the 
church kitchen. We have discouraged the use of styrofoam, and encourage 
the use of china plates and silverware instead of paper and plastic. 

Some suggestions to add are: hold a green fashion show featuring 
second hand clothing; hold an art show with a green theme or using found 
materials; walk/bike/carpool to church on selected Sundays; review energy, 
water, & chemical use, and reduce where possible. 

Is anyone interested in being in a small group to talk about ways to 
go green?  I overheard a new mother in our church talking about cloth       
diapers!  Now that is going green.  Let me know if are interested, not in    
diapers, but a discussion group about ways to act more environmentally 
responsible. 

All of this talk about going green is not just a fad, it is Biblically 
sound. It is about living in response to God’s gift of creation and taking care 
of our earth.  So maybe the church had it right from the beginning when the 
liturgical color for 28 Sundays out of 52 are Green!

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     Most children gradually learn healthy ways to handle 
the strong emotions that can lead to temper tantrums.    
If tantrums continue after the age of 4, there is usually 
need for outside help in learning to deal with anger.  
Developing Responsibility In Children 
Responsibility cannot be taught-- it must be given. 
Some ways to do this are: 
1. Never do for a child what he can do for himself 
2. Encourage a child' s first attempts to help you or to 

do things for himself (remember, he is learning so 
he will not do the task as well as you). 

3. Give a child credit for trying to help out. 
4. Give plenty of time to learn 
5. Don' t criticize or make fun of poor results.          

Encourage him to try again, carefully steer him   
toward a better way. 

6. When a child is ready for larger responsibilities,    
let him take them on. 

7. Let a child know you trust and have confidence in 
him. 

8. Praise more than you punish.  Praise for efforts as 
well as performance 

9. Let your child make mistakes without feeling guilty. 
10. Be sure the child knows that his help helps the 

whole family. 
11. Admit your own mistakes when you make them. 
12. Never make fun of or ridicule a child. 
13. Don' t keep punishing for the same offense.  Help 

the child find a better behavior. 
14. Don' t demand more of a child than he can give. 
15. Remember, ªA child needs encouragement-- as a 

plant needs water and sunshineº. 
 

Some words of encouragement you can say to your 
child are: ªI like the way you' re listeningº; ªYou try it –
you can do itº; ªThat is very nice workº; ªI' m very 
proud to be your parentº; ªWhat a nice smile you haveº; 
ªEverybody makes mistakesº; ªYou are improvingº.

        Parish Health News 
�
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  Is your 3 year old toddler ªnormalº or is there a real 
problem? Is there something more serious? 
   A temper tantrum is an unplanned, unintentional    
expression of anger, often with physical and verbal    
outbursts; it is not an act to get attention as is commonly 
thought.  During a temper tantrum, children typically 
cry, yell and flail their arms and legs.  Temper tantrums 
usually last 30 seconds to 2 minutes and are most       
intense at the onset.  Sometimes these tantrums last 
longer and consist of more aggressive behavior, such as 
hitting, biting and pinching.  If this type of more         
aggressive behavior becomes common, a behavioral   
disorder or other health condition may be the cause. 
  Anyone can have a tantrum, even an adult but are most 
common in children between the ages of 1 and 4 years.  
Around 20% of 2 year olds and 10 % of 4 year olds have 
daily temper tantrums! 
     If your child has frequent tantrums, more than likely 
it is just a normal part of growing-up.  Usually and    
often, temper tantrums are an expression of a child' s 
frustration.  A tantrum is a normal and expected        
response when something interferes with a young 
child' s attempt to gain independence or to master a skill.  
It may be triggered when the child is learning to master 
a skill or is very tired and doesn' t want to go to bed.  
Factors that contribute to a child' s tendency to have  
tantrums include fatigue, the child' s age and stage of 
development, temperament, stress in the child' s          
environment and whether underlying behavioral,          
developmental or health conditions are present (such    
as attention deficit hyperactivity disorder or autism).     
A child may be more likely to have temper tantrums if 
parents react too strongly to difficult behavior or give-in 
to the child' s demands. 
    Ignoring the tantrum behavior and helping a young 
child learn how to handle and express anger and        
frustration are usually effective ways to deal with the 
behavior.  Paying attention to what triggers tantrums can 
help you to act before a child' s emotions escalate       
beyond the point where he or she can control them. 
    If your child continues to have frequent tantrums after 
age 3, you may need to use time-outs.  A time-out     
removes the child from the situation, allows him or her 
time to calm down and teaches the child that having a 
temper tantrum is not acceptable behavior.  Time-out 
works best for children who understand why it is being 
used.
